This course is designed to help master the practice of good grammar
through a close reading of texts, questions and answers, a variety of
short writing assignments & interrogations. Our goal in reading should
always be to think clearly and to see beyond the obvious. We must
ask ourselves what the meaning is in the words we read and what
meaning we are trying to convey in the words we write. We will work
to broaden and refine vocabulary so as to express ourselves with
greater accuracy. Our grammar book will be a reference but not the
soul of the course. Active participation in class will require steady
attendance and students will be penalized for excessive absences. All
quiz work will be done during class time. If you miss class, you miss
the quiz. Students will give oral presentations on several cultural
figures and we will watch at least 2 films in class as well as study
several songs. Students will recite/sing 2 or 3 songs in small groups at
the end of the semester as well as perform scenes from our reading
on the last day of class. Students are encouraged to work in small
groups from the beginning especially in preparing presentations,
songs, and scenes. Our goal is to make the material we study part of a
lasting cultural heritage we can build on and carry with us wherever
we go.
