Since May 2017, France has had a new leader, Emmanuel Macron. A former
Socialist, he has been labelled by some “the president of the rich.” Massive
strikes have been held to protest his labor reforms. He has reached out to
Angela Merkel to solidify the Franco-German alliance, historically at the very
heart of the European Union. In this course, we will study France and Macron as
they navigate the perilous waters of today’s world. We will pay particular
attention to the nationalist movements, xenophobia, and anti-Semitism which
have flourished in Europe over the past few years. We will study the EU,
France’s role in it and her policies on, among other things, immigration, the
economy, and climate change. We will study events as they unfold following
closely French media online in newspapers, periodicals, and other news venues.

You will be responsible for everything we cover in this class whether you are
present or not. More than a couple absences from class will, therefore, be
costly. | recommend highly that you take copious, detailed notes and that you
review and expand them frequently. Your personal notebook should grow
exponentially over the course of the semester. You will be working with a
partner and in small study groups. Pool your resources. You will be building a
new vocabulary as well as a sourcebook. You will be expected to make oral
presentations in class 2 or 3 times a week. These presentations will be judged by
their accuracy, clarity, and organization as well as the character of the material
you bring to class. We will have frequent quizzes. Our goal in this class is to
become well-informed about France and her policies and to be able to discuss
them with authority and intelligence in the context of world events. We do not
know what lies ahead but it should be a fascinating journey! You will find this
easier as we work our way forward. You will learn to pace yourselves as we
progress and by the end of the semester you will be accomplished researchers
and reporters. This will be a joint effort. We will all contribute material and
sources to build a strong foundation together.
