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Course Description and Goals

When combined with its second-semester continuation, RUS 1130 offers an intensive and
comprehensive introduction to the Russian language focusing on developing speaking, listening, reading
and writing skills. If successfully completed, students will be able to function in a variety of everyday
settings in Russian and speak in short paragraphs about themselves, their backgrounds, families, studies,
interests and plans for the future. The course will also expose students to a variety of aspects of Russian
culture, current events, and everyday life.

Credit and Prerequisites
This course carries five credits, counts toward the UF language requirement, and serves as a
prerequisite for the Russian major and minor. There are no prerequisites and no knowledge

of Russian language is required.

Course Requirements and Grading
You will be required to:

e Attend class meetings;

e Participate actively and intelligently in class exercises;

e Complete the assignments scheduled for each class meeting and be prepared to work
with them in class;

e Take 5-6 unit tests and occasional short quizzes.

e Complete summary proficiency activities, designed to assess your overall mastery,
during the final days of the semester.

Your course grade will be determined by the quality and consistence of your daily
performance and periodic quizzes, tests and other assessment activities as follows:

e Daily Grind (attendance/patticipation/homework): 50%
e 6 Unit Tests: 30%
e Summary Proficiency Activities: 10%

e  Quizzes: 10% (short periodic checks of students’ mastery of new vocabulary,
grammatical points, conversational skills, or cultural knowledge).
