COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course concentrates on developing of expository writing skills with increased emphasis on
conversational fluency, comprehension and usage of advanced level grammar, and ability to
acquire information, knowledge, and critical-thinking skill through reading Swahili texts drawn
from a variety of authentic sources especially those from the media and modern Swahili authors
and composers (i.e., comics, video music, poetry, film), illustrative of cultural life in the Swahili
speaking communities.

COURSE OBJECTIVES

Students should demonstrate the ability to participate effectively in most formal and informal
verbal interactions involving practical, social, professional, and abstract topics. They should be
able to evaluate, analyze, and critique in spoken and written discourse the content of texts
(written and spoken). Specifically the course targets ACTFL Intermediate High (i.e., able to
handle successfully uncomplicated tasks and social situations requiring an exchange of basic
information related to their work, school, recreation, particular interests, and areas of
competence. Can also hand a substantial number of tasks associated with the Advanced level,
but they are unable to sustain performance of all these tasks all of the time.)
