o Narrate and describe using connected discourse and present, past, and future time frames.

o Ask and respond to a variety of questions or requests for information.
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- In the “writing” area of the language:
o Write cohesive paragraphs about personal preferences, daily routines, common events, and
other personal topics.
o Write compositions and summaries related to work and/or school experiences
o Write narratives and descriptions using different time frames.
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- In the “listening” area of the language:
o Understand main facts and some supporting details in short conventional narrative and
descriptive texts.
o Manage to derive substantial meaning from connected texts dealing with familiar and
predictable topics.
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- In the “reading” area of the language:
e Understand fully and with ease texts that deal with personal and social topics.
e Understand main facts and supporting details in conventional narrative and descriptive texts,
such as expanded descriptions of persons, places, and things and narrations about past,
present, and future events.
