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Course Description

This course is the first of a two-semester Russian-language sequence that is
designed to introduce students to the basics of Russian language and culture
through a variety of interactive methods. The course is structured around the
development of the four most important language-learning skills: speaking,
listening, reading, and writing. Class will be conducted almost entirely in
Russian. Students who attend class regularly, participate actively, and perform
competently on written and oral quizzes, tests, and exams can expect to be able
to produce and comprehend both spoken and written Russian in a variety of
basic communicative situations by the end of the semester.

Course Requirements

Attendance and Participation: 18%

Day-to-day preparation and performance is critical in any language course,
especially at the beginning level. Given their highly interactive nature, language
classes cannot be "made up" if missed. Poor in-class performance, unexcused
absences, and late or ignored homework assignments will be calculated into the
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final grade. If you have to miss class, please contact me and/or other students
for missed in-class assignments.

Class time is your opportunity to practice speaking Russian. That means that |
expect you to come to class prepared to ask and answer questions as well as to
think creatively about the new language you are learning. | will call on you and |
will expect you to perform brief skits and act out situations in small groups in
front of the class. | do not, however, expect you to speak perfect Russian...yet!

Tests (6): 36%

These tests are designed to measure the degree to which you have mastered
the material presented in each unit. All tests will include reading, writing,
speaking, and listening components.

Homework, Vocabulary Quizzes, Presentation: 37%

Homework assignments are included in the workbook and should be completed
daily. Please use the homework key included in the Course Reader to check
your work. Homework for the week is to be submitted in class every Friday,
unless otherwise indicated (26%). There will be a short vocabulary quiz for
each chapter (6%). You will be asked to make a brief in-class presentation at
the end of the semester (5%).

Final Exam: 9%

The final exam will be a cumulative measurement of your mastery of the
material covered during the semester, and will include reading, writing,
speaking, and listening components.

Webcam and Audio Policies:

e Set up and mount the webcam video at the level of your eyes to show
your full face.

o Test the audio of your webcam.

e During class session, set yourself on mute unless you want to speak or
you are called upon.

« If you want to speak, you can raise your hand (click the “raise hand”
button at the center bottom of your screen) and wait to be called upon.

o When you are assigned to a breakout room, enable your webcam and
microphone so that your partners may hear and see who they are working
with.

o Dress appropriately for class. Even though you may be alone at home,
your professor and classmates can see you.

o Find a quiet indoor space with stable internet connection to attend class.
The study space does not need to be a separate room; a chair and
desk/table set for schoolwork in a quiet corner should be sufficient. The
space should be conducive to work, including pair/group work. Make sure
you are uninterrupted by other household members, including pets.

e Your professor and classmates can also see what is behind you, so be
aware of your surroundings. Make sure the background is not distracting
or something you would not want your classmates to see. You may use a
virtual background if your device supports this feature. Be sure to avoid
using backgrounds that may contain offensive images and language.

o Follow the same rules of respectful interaction as you would in a face-to-
face course. This is especially important in a remote situation, where
multiple voices attempting to speak at once result in no one being heard.

e Alert your instructor as soon as possible if you experience technical
difficulties. A “chat” can be sent at any moment during a Zoom session if,
for example, you find that your webcam or microphone are not functioning
properly.

» Refrain from eating during the class hour, as you would in a face-to-face
course.
