This course continues the study of Arabic language at the intermediate level, building on ARA 2220. It
is designed to review and reinforce the use of vocabulary and grammar rules in order for the students to
be able to understand and to express themselves orally and in written Standard Arabic with confidence
and ease. Emphasis will also be made on developing reading, comprehension as well as the listening
and conversational skills.

Course Objectives
By the end of this semester, students will be expected to perform at the Intermediate Mid to
Intermediate High level of proficiency in Arabic based on the ACTFL Proficiency Guidelines 2012.
This means that students will be expected to do the following:
1. In the “speaking” area of the language:
a. Manage to converse with confidence about routine tasks and social situations, such as work,

school, recreation, interests, and areas of competence.

Handle conversation about a substantial number of topics related to daily life.

Narrate and describe using connected discourse and present, past, and future time frames.
Respond to a variety of questions or requests for information.
Ask a variety of questions to obtain simple information, such as directions, prices, and
services.
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2. In the “writing” area of the language:

a. Write short, simple communications, compositions, and requests for information in loosely
connected texts about personal preferences, daily routines, common events, and other
personal topics.

b. Write compositions and simple summaries related to work and/or school experiences

c. Manage to narrate and describe using different time frames.

3. In the “listening” area of the language:
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a. Understand information from sentence-length speech in basic personal and social contexts.
b. Manage to derive substantial meaning from some connected texts dealing with familiar and
predictable topics.

4.In the “reading” area of the language:

a. Understand fully and with ease short, non-complex texts that convey basic information and
deal with personal and social topics to which the reader brings personal interest or
knowledge.

b. Understand main facts and supporting details in short connected texts featuring description
and narration, dealing with familiar topics.

30% Daily assignments, homework, preparation, presentations and participation:

Attendance, preparation, participation, and prompt communication with your professor are crucial to your success
in this course. An online course requires rigorous planning, organization, and steady, everyday participation in the
assigned activities, so that you can learn constantly and avoid “cramming” for assignments. “Cramming” does not
lead to good lasting results in any subject matter and even less so in a foreign language. Learning Arabic
Language needs to be practiced every day for you to achieve your goals. You will have assignments to complete
almost every day in preparation for this course. You are expected to spend at least 2 hours per credit hour on
homework and assigned activities. In the event that no homework is assigned, you should spend that time
reviewing the material. Late homework will receive zero points.

Oral Performance: You will be evaluated based on your oral participation in class every day. Using English in
class will negatively affect your oral performance grade. Each day, you will be given an oral performance grade
that ranges from 0-5, based on the following criteria:

5 | Attend class, arrive on time, listen to others, volunteer to speak, engage with conversation
partner, avoid English, demonstrate preparation

4 | Attend class, arrive on time, listen to others, engage with conversation partner, avoid English
demonstrate preparation but participate only when called on

Attend class but participate minimally, or be late, or use English or be unprepared
Attend class but participate minimally, use English, and demonstrate lack of preparation
Attend class but do not participate

Miss class
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Since much of the curriculum is built around activities conducted exclusively during class time (such as the
listening and speaking components of the course), active and enthusiastic participation during class in Arabic only
is an absolute requirement for all students. Students should join virtual class well prepared and ready to take an
active role. All four skills will be integrated into all tasks and on-line activities which will relate to basic real-life
situations and culture. Students are expected to do role plays and work in pairs and groups. The instructor will
mainly facilitate and monitor class activities; real learning occurs when class activities are student-led.

Note that if you miss class, regardless of the reason, you will earn a 0 for that day because I have no basis on
which to evaluate your oral performance. If you miss a day here or there, you should find out what you missed
from a classmate. If you miss multiple consecutive days because of another emergency, please consult with me
about how you can make up your missed oral performance points. Attendance is mandatory and will be assessed
by roll call every day as it is explained above.

10% Quizzes:

You will be given every other week online. Quizzes are designed to help you practice what you have learned and
help me as an instructor to see where you need help.

15% Group Project:

You will work as one group or two groups to produce a conference in Arabic. You will be required to submit a
bio of yourself, a presentation conference abstract and a report of your service. You will be also required to
present your topic in the conference for no more than ten minutes. More detailed information and rubric will be
shared with you in week 3.

459 Exams:

You will have three comprehensive written and oral exams this semester that will test your ability to put
everything you’ve learned together to communicate in real situations. The exams will take place on the following
dates: Exam 1 February 8™, 2021 - Exam 2 March 28, 2021 - Exam 3 April 19t 2021

Dates are tentative and subject to change based on different considerations. Students, however, will be consulted
and advised of the new dates.
