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OBJECTIVES 
 
To consolidate foundations built in the last two semesters. At the end of this semester, 
students are expected to achieve the following levels of competency: 
 
1. Listening and Speaking 

The student can talk with ease about familiar subjects and produce more complicated 
sentences. The student is able to understand the main ideas in a paragraph-length 
speech, as well as follow the comments of another person in regular conversation 
 

2. Reading and Writing 
The student can understand short texts of moderate difficulty. Likewise, the student can 
compose multiple-page compositions on a variety of subjects. 

 
 
STUDENT’S-RESPONSIBILITIES 
 
This semester you will be expected to work toward integrating your knowledge of Hebrew 
with an eye on producing more “natural” utterances and written assignments. As such, the 
material for which you will be responsible will become more open-ended. Outside of new 
vocabulary and a more sets of new grammatical tools, you will be tested to a significant 
extent upon your integrated use of previous material. The best way for the student to meet 
these responsibilities is to invest serious effort in class and on homework 
assignments, to learn new vocabulary and regularly review older words, to show initiative 
in acquiring knowledge of Hebrew in areas of personal interest, and in general to push 
oneself, especially in areas of weakness.  
You will still be required to spend an average of two hours a day outside of class to do well 
in this class, though more of this time now will be self-directed. Though every student is 
at a slightly different level in this class and has their own set of strengths and weaknesses, 
I expect everyone to make steady improvement during the semester.  
 
 
Exams: 



There will be four exams during the semester. Because of the course is taught online, 
some of the exams will be made available to you at the beginning of class, and you will 
have the entire class time to finish the exam and email it back. Some exams will be 
replaced by creative assignments. Each exam will be worth 10% of the final grade. 
 
 
Food Day: 
You will prepare a short presentation in which you demonstrate the preparation of an 
Israeli food item, discuss the food item and its relation Israeli Culture, and provide a list 
of ingredients. This assignment will be worth 10% of the final grade. 
 
Written Assignments: 
There will be three written assignments (compositions) due during the semester. All 
written assignments will be typed. They will be graded for content, grammar, and 
professional presentation. Each assignment will be worth 10% of the final grade. 
 
Oral Presentation: 
You will be asked to perform an oral presentation in class. More details will be provided 
later. This assignment will be worth 15 of the final grade. 
 
 
Technical Support: For assignments that might require technical support (such as typing 
in Hebrew on the computer, downloading or accessing certain materials online), contact 
the Language Learning Center in TUR 1317, which is open Monday – Thursday from 8 
a.m. - 8 p.m., and Friday from 8 a.m.-5 p.m.
